Advice about Signing
Agreements with Publishers

As the author you own the copyright and you can
negotiate whether to share or relinquish some or
all of these rights with a publisher. Before signing
a copyright statement when your article/chapter is
accepted for publication:

* Read the agreement carefully.

* Make sure you understand and agree
with the terms and conditions.

e Make changes as needed, possibly with
advice of legal or other counsel.

* Make sure the agreement is explicit about
what future rights of use you retain.

Be sure your copyright agreement allows you to
include your article in your ETD and/or reuse the
materials for teaching.

Manuscript Style ETD

Including Your Published Article
If you gave away your copyright when you had
an article published that you now want to include
in your ETD, you have a number of options.

1. Cite that publication in your references.
If the publisher has the article online, link
or point to it (though the publisher may
have secured it for paying subscribers--
the only ones allowed access).

3. Request a signed release from the
publisher and include the publication in
your ETD as allowed in that release.
Include the permission letter in the
ETD’s appendix.

Fair Use

Before you use someone else's work without
permission, weigh all 4 factors to determine
whether its fair use.

1. Purpose and character of use

2. Nature of the copyrighted work

3. Amount, substantiality

4. Effect

Acknowledge Copyright of Others

If you include illustrations, for example, created
by someone else in your ETD, you must
appropriately cite the source of each figure,
table, photo, etc., and provide documentation of
permission to use, fair use, public domain,
and/or a statement of ownership.

Citing Copyright Works

Include an annotated list of illustrations (e.g.,
figures, tables, photographs, and the like) in
the style and format your department/program
area/college prefers. Citations should include:
* Page number from the original work
* [llustration number in your work
* Appropriate statement; for example:
o Used with permission, letter/email
attached
o Fair use; determination attached
o Public domain: published before
1923
o Statement of authorship
